Good Friday, April 7th, is a day of abstinence from
meat and also days of fast, that is, limited to a single
full meal. The other Fridays of the season of Lent are
days of abstinence from meat. The law of abstinence
binds all Catholics 14 years and older. The law of
fasting binds all Catholics from their 18th birthday until
their 59th birthday.

St. Mary of the Woods is in need of those willing to
serve by taking communion to the homebound.
Distributors to the homebound are on a monthly,,
rotation schedule, and are asked to visit once a week
during their month. The day of the week is left to the
choice of the distributor.
