PALM SUNDAY: March 28, 2021
Saturday Mass 4:00 PM; Sunday Mass 10:00 AM

Palm Sunday (also Passion Sunday) is in the Christian tradi-
tion a holiday commemorating Jesus Christ's triumphal entry
into Jerusalem before his suffering and death on the cross. In
many Christian churches it is associated with the blessing and
procession of palms or twigs (sometimes decorated with flow-
ers) from local trees. This tradition corresponds to the palm
branches the crowd scattered in front of Jesus as he rode into
Jerusalem.

Palm Sunday is the first day of Holy Week which also includes
Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy Saturday. Of course,
the date of'the Palm Sunday depends on the date of Easter Sun-

day and hence it varies each year.

This year on Holy Thursday, we will have adoration of
the Blessed Sacrament through the night, in church. We are in
need of two committed people per hour from 8:00 PM on Holy
Thursday to 8:00 AM on Good Friday, though anyone is wel-
come at any time.

Our Lord asked His Apostles if they would stay awake
with Him for one hour as He prayed in the Garden of Gethsem-
ane. By coming to sit with Him on this night, we can fulfill His
request with our own presence.

Adoration will conclude with Morning Prayer at 8:00
AM. Please consider coming (or returning) for Morning Prayer
as an additional opportunity to deepen your experience of the
Triduum.
