Today's Gospel indicates that 
anyone who would enter the sheep pen by climbing over the 
gate is not a real shepherd.  The authentic shepherd uses the 
gate, knows the names of his sheep, and leads them in a benefi-
cial direction. The leadership of the authentic shepherd is effec-
tive because the shepherd's voice is known.  Jesus also compares 
himself to a gate: if you are a believer, you will receive
