IS PENTECOST SUNDAY
Pentecost, which we celebrate this 
Sunday, May 28th, is the liturgical season 
after Easter. It celebrates the descent 
of the Holy Spirit upon the Church. 
Pentecost begins the eighth Sunday, or 

50 days, after Easter Sunday. The descent of the Holy 
Spirit ushered in a new era for the people of God.

ASK A CATHOLIC
QUESTION: WHY DOES THE CATHOLIC CHURCH 
PRACTICE INFANT BAPTISM?
The Church’s practice of infant Baptism stems from 
her teachings regarding original sin (what we have) and 
Baptism (what we do about it). After the sin of Adam 
and Eve in the garden, all people are now born with 
original sin due to our fallen human nature. Through 
the gift of grace in Baptism, God washes away this 
stain of original sin and makes us a part of His family 
and offer us eternal life. Children, who are born with 
the stain of original sin, are also in need of Baptism, 
in order to free them from the bondage of original 
sin and make them children of God. Our loving Father 
does not wish to withhold His love and grace from 
anyone, including children. Baptism simply requires 
“openness.” The Church and the parents would deny 
a child the priceless grace of becoming a child of God 
were they not to confer Baptism shortly after birth.
