WEEKEND MASS ATTENDANCE:

Music for Funerals

Because the funeral Mass is a liturgy, the music cho-
sen needs to be music that is appropriate for liturgy.
The family can select hymns to give a specific focus or
songs that are particular favorites or that have spe-
cial meaning for them. Any song from the parish li-
turgical repertoire is appropriate. Some music speaks
thematically to the resurrection or consolation focus
of a funeral liturgy and is frequently chosen by fami-
lies for funerals. Many times families want to select
secular songs that are not suitable for liturgy. These
may be used at the reception following the funeral.
Since there is no liturgical context for the reception,
non-religious music can be used there.
