Friday, October 8: The National Shrine of Our Lady Help of Christians 
at Holy Hill. https://www.holyhill.com/ 
We will attend Mass, and have some time to explore before heading to 
Green Bay.  Overnight in Green Bay. 
 

Saturday, October 9: The National Shrine of Our Lady of Good 
Help. https://championshrine.org/  
We will attend Mass on the anniversary of the apparition, as well as take 
a shift in an all-night prayer vigil (Friday to Saturday) commemorating 
the 150th anniversary of the shrine's miraculous preservation from the 
most devastating fire in US history.  
 

We will return late in the evening on October 9.
