Please understand that Calvary Cemetery is not 
financially supported by Saint Patrick Church. The 
Cemetery’s financial existence is based solely from lot 
and columbarium niche sales and donations.  

The trustees have been considering having an-
other columbarium built as the current columbarium 
has reached maximum capacity. A columbarium will 
cost approximately $45,000.00. If you or a family 
member intend on being cremated and having your ash-
es placed in a columbarium, please know that capacity 
has been reached. The only way Calvary Cemetery can 
afford to build another columbarium is to raise a major-
ity of the anticipated costs in advance.  

In addition to the columbarium, the trustees 
have also discussed making other improvements to the 
Cemetery including improving the road system, plant-
ing native hardwood trees to replace the dead or re-
moved trees, improving or restoring headstones as 
needed, providing pressurized water, constructing a 
suitable storage building for cemetery materials and 
more. These improvements can only be made if funds 
are available.
